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With work due to start on site this month,

excitement is building amongst the project team,

partners and local community about how this

£172.3m clean-up operation will leave a lasting

legacy for future generations.

Following confirmation recently received by Government that the
finances are in place to remediate the 98 hectare area, there has
been plenty of activity at the site office, with specialist contractors
VSD gearing up for work to start in earnest.

“There may be some disruption for local residents,” said Mike
Fenton, emda’s Project Director for The Avenue, “but we are
committed to keeping this to an absolute minimum. We will also
protect the health of local residents and staff working on site by
taking all the necessary precautions to treat the contaminated
materials in a safe way.”

The clean-up is expected to take around four to five years before
the site is transformed into a mixed use housing and commercial
property development with a nature reserve, recreational
community facilities and a flood relief scheme.
